1.  Regular, ON TIME attendance is essential in a Montessori school, especially considering the unique programming of Another Way. ON TIME attendance sets the tone of respect for self, others and the environment.
We start each morning on the Montessori Line in a group to Greet the Day and present the schedule of activities for the day if needed.  Greeting the Day is an ancient tradition of the Native Peoples of this land.  Giving thanks for life as a group is beneficial to all the children.  Let’s make sure the children have optimal opportunity to start each day as a community by being on time.

Our opening line time occurs at 9:00 am.  After 8:45 teachers will not be available to greet and escort children. Should you arrive after 8:45 am, please silently escort your child to the kitchen area where they can quietly work. 
2.  Tuition payments must be paid on time, as we are a small, independent school.  Please make sure your tuition payments are in on the 1st of each month. After the five day grace period there will be a $50 late fee.

3.  Classroom visits are welcome, but must be scheduled. This helps avoid distractions in our classrooms. When you come for a visit, please do not interact with the children.  This minimizes classroom disruptions.  

We cannot accommodate younger children visiting in the classrooms.  This ground rule is present due to the possible danger that a young child may swallow small, intriguing parts of shelf exercises.  

Please make other care arrangements for children who are not enrolled at Another Way when you visit. If younger children must come in briefly, please hold them the entire time they are in the classroom.  

4. Conferences are scheduled twice a year.  If you have any questions regarding your child’s work, please contact a teacher to set up a meeting time. 
5.  Phone calls to the school will be returned as soon as possible. If your child’s lunch has been forgotten, please arrange for someone to drop it off. It may be left in your child’s cubby.  No phone call is necessary.

6.  Lunches must be stored in your child’s own lunch box.  We do not have refrigerator space.  Prepare lunches so that your child can manage to eat without assistance. We do not provide microwave reheating of food. 
7.  Snacks are provided by parents on a weekly basis and are scheduled out over the course of the year.  If you need to switch your scheduled snack week with someone, please contact a staff member. On your child’s week to bring snack, arrive by 8:30 a.m.  You may also bring your snacks the day before.
8.  Uniforms are worn daily. Uniforms may be ordered from Lands’ End using our preferred school identification number  #901-0496-9.  Acceptable uniform pants are jeans, navy or khaki pants and are recommended for both genders because of our active programs.  The uniform shirts, sweaters, sweatshirts, parkas and backpacks are from Land’s End.  Remember that young children must be able to manage their pants independently in the bathroom.  

9.  Footwear must be sturdy and appropriate for the outdoor activities in which children will participate on a daily basis.  Riding boots must be sturdy with a heel so the boot does not slip through the stirrup.  On hikes, children wear comfortable, durable and weather appropriate shoes.  Snow boots are needed for winter months.  We provide ski boots and skis for participation in our ski program.  Please provide indoor shoes or slippers for inside the classroom environment.
10.  LABEL all of your child’s clothing, backpacks, hats, shoes, boots, skis, gloves, jackets and so on.  Labeling is vital as it reduces chaos for everyone.
11.  Sunscreen and bug repellant are necessary for the children to safely participate in 
our programs.

12.  Health and wellbeing affect learning and the quality of everyone’s experience at school.  Please do not send a sick child to school.  If children are too sick to play outside, they are too sick to attend school that day.

13.  Outdoor programs are weather dependent. We ask for your understanding and patience as we make necessary adjustments to time in our outdoor programs based on weather constraints.
14.  Birthday celebrations are scheduled.  Please let us know when you would like to schedule your child’s Birthday celebration. Bring a few pictures of your child during each year of his or her life and a treat to celebrate with classmates. You are welcome to stay for the celebration.
